Check-In
Prior to your arrival on the campground road, Please;
e have your tickets out and ready,
e have your parking pass filled out
e know your camping destination (site number or Field)
When you arrive at the campground
e drive slow (bmph) and pay attention to other vehicle and festival workers
e pay attention to traffic flow signs and festival worker directions to you
e relay all required information to the festival workers.
e stay in your vehicle, unless otherwise directed by a festival worker

e Tuesday check-in is 5pm-8pm. Wednesday — Saturday check-in 8am-8pm. No exceptions.
